Mini-Pump Preparation
Preparation of mini-pumps must be completed in the Furlan hood in the “Disease Room”. The hood may need to be booked. The following must be completed in aseptic conditions.

Required items:

· Gloves and gown

· Alcohol

· Mini-pumps

· Intrathecal catheters

· 1ml syringe

· Treatment solution

· Plastic dishes

· 0.9% NaCl (saline)

· Parafilm

Method:

· In the hood, remove pump and syringe from packaging.

· Place pump and lid in dish.

· Use syringe (without needle) to draw-up treatment solution. 

· With supplied needle, place solution into pump (through small hole on top)...this must be done SLOWLY, to ensure NO AIR-BUBBLES.
· Place lid on pump.

· Trim pipe of catheter to 1.5cm

· Inside a petri dish place a drop of solution on the surface, fill the piping and connect to the pump under the drop of solution.

· Place pump in dish (max. 5/6 per dish) and cover with 0.9% Sodium Chloride (saline).
· Place lid on dish, seal with Parafilm and record details on lid.

· Put completed dishes into “Everything else...” incubator (37°C) overnight.
